Until the Travel Promotion Act achieved passage in this Congressional session, the United States was the only industrialized nation in the world that lacked a nationally coordinated program to attract international travel. The U.S. Government addressed that competitive shortcoming with this bill, advancing its vision to compete with other nations for a greater share of the global travel market – and maximize the economic benefits of travel to the United States. 

The new legislation will develop a public-private program to promote the United States as a premier travel destination and better explain U.S. security policies, ultimately driving millions of new visitors to the United States, $4 billion in new consumer spending annually and 40,000 jobs nationwide, according to analysis by Oxford Economics. It is further expected to reduce the federal budget deficit by $425 million over 10 years, the Congressional Budget Office estimates. 

All 50 states, cities of all sizes and virtually every sector of the travel industry stand to benefit from increased visitation – from local attractions, restaurant and retail establishments to hotels, airlines and rental car companies.
